
The Candidate: Jack C. Jackson, Jr. is a candidate for Senate in Arizona’s 2nd Legislative District for the 2010 election. This district includes the City of Flagstaff, the Navajo Nation, and much of Northern Arizona. Jackson is running because of his strong legislative record and as a champion of rural and tribal issues. Jackson currently serves as a Principal in the Agassiz Group, a Governmental Affairs and Public Policy Consulting Firm that assists individuals, communities and businesses affected by governmental and regulatory actions in Arizona.

In 2005, Jackson was appointed by Arizona Governor Janet Napolitano as the Executive Director of the Arizona Commission of Indian Affairs where he assisted the State of Arizona in fulfilling its responsibilities to Arizona’s 22 Indian Nations and Tribes. Prior to his appointment, Jackson served in the Arizona State House representing Legislative District 2 from 2003 to 2005. Jackson served on the Ways and Means Committee as ranking Democratic Member, the Appropriations Committee and the Natural Resources, Agriculture, Water and Native American Affairs Committee. Jackson joined his father, Senator Jack C. Jackson, Sr., who served in the Legislature from 1985 to 2004. 

Before serving in the Legislature, Jackson worked in Washington, DC for 12 years representing tribal governments and organizations. During his tenure in the nation’s capitol, Jackson worked as Deputy Director of the Navajo Nation Washington Office, Director of Legislative Affairs for the National Minority AIDS Council, Legislative Analyst for the National Indian Education Association and Director of Governmental Affairs for the National Congress of American Indians. 

Jackson has also served on various boards and commissions. On February 2, 2010, he was appointed to serve on President Obama’s Advisory Council on HIV/AIDS. He previously sat on President Clinton’s HIV/AIDS Council. He also currently serves on the Navajo Nation Gaming Enterprise Board, helping to establish the first Navajo casino. He has also served on the boards of the National Native American AIDS Prevention Center, Phoenix Body Positive, Arizona Real Estate Advisory Board, Arizonans for Cultural Development, and Arizona League of Conservation Voters.

Jackson was born and raised on the Navajo Reservation in Window Rock, Arizona. He received his Bachelor’s degree from Arizona State University and a Juris Doctorate degree from the Syracuse University School of Law.
